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*If resident becomes symptomatic and is suspected
to have influenza (resident may present with atypical
signs and symptoms) at any time while receiving
chemoprophylaxis treatment for influenza, the
resident should be changed from chemoprophylaxis
treatment to empiric antiviral treatment without
waiting for the results of the diagnostic testing.
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
